October 27, 2016
Call to Order and Approval of Minutes

Mr. Kevin Lindamood, Chair, called to order the meeting of the Maryland Medicaid Advisory Committee (MMAC) at 1:05 p.m.  Mr. Joshua Hoffman attended the meeting for Senator Shirley Nathan-Pulliam, Ms. Yvonne Cooper attended for Ms. Donna Fortson and Ms. Louisa Baucom attended for Delegate Matthew Morgan.  Committee members approved the minutes from the September 22, 2016 meeting as written.      
Departmental Report 

Ms. Shannon McMahon, Deputy Secretary for Health Care Financing, informed the Committee that the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DHMH) celebrated a great 50th anniversary for Maryland Medicaid and showed a video on the impact that Medicaid has had on a subset of individuals.  
Maryland Emergency Psychiatric Demonstration Efforts
Ms. Shannon McMahon informed the Committee that Maryland was one of 11states and the District of Columbia that participated in an effort that came out of the Center for Medicare and Medicaid Innovation (CMMI) called the Medicaid Emergency Psychiatric Demonstration.  It allowed the state to pay for mental health stays in institutions of mental disease (IMD).  Last year Senator Cardin spearheaded a legislative effort that resulted in the enactment of legislation-                                                                                                                             SB 599 that was signed by the President in December.  The implementation of the legislation went through a series of hand-offs between CMMI and the Center for Medicaid and CHIP Services (CMCS) that ultimately resulted in CMCS making the declaration that the continuation of this program is not budget neutral for the federal government and they would not be able to implement the provisions that were in the bill.
The states that participated in the demonstration have been working closely with Senator Cardin and the National Association of Medicaid Directors to try and craft a solution.  We have been working with the three main IMDs here in Maryland to draft legislation that would allow the demonstration to continue in some form for Maryland because we have a waiver proposal that we submitted last summer so we can get something going fairly quickly for us.  We are ready to go if there is some interest in continuing with one or several states.  When Congress comes back after the election we will know more when we meet in January.
Open Enrollment Update 
Mr. Jon Kromm, informed the Committee that the fourth open enrollment for Maryland Health Connection is swiftly approaching.  The Maryland Health Connection is two things, the eligibility and enrollment system for qualified health plans and modified adjusted gross income (MAGI) Medicaid, as well as a network of consumer assistance workers that provide services and help with applications.  Significant improvements have been made in both areas (see attached presentation).
Applied Behavior Analysis Services
Ms. Jill Spector, Director, HealthChoice and Acute Care Administration gave the Committee an overview of Applied Behavior Analysis (ABA) services that will be implemented on January 1, 2017 (see attached presentation).
Naloxone Training

Ms. Kirsten Forseth, Overdose Prevention Policy Analyst, gave the Committee and overview of the Maryland Overdose Response Program, presented the core curriculum and provided training on responding to an opioid overdose (see attached presentation).
Waiver, State Plan and Regulation Changes

Ms. Susan Tucker, Executive Director, Office of Health Services, informed the Committee the Department is submitting the state plan amendment for the ABA services and has submitted regulation changes for the opioid maintenance therapy program to the Joint Committee on Administrative, Executive and Legislative Review (AELR).
