INTRODUCTION

· Agenda and Ground Rules were reviewed.

DISCUSSION
· Discussion was held about what kind of monitoring & oversight would work best for consumers in CFC.  
· Reviewed Quality Assurance Nurse Monitoring handout
· There was discussion about balancing risk management and the consumer’s ability to monitor his or her self. 
· The council discussed the how often a Nurse Monitor will need to come to a consumers home 
· May need to offer different options in CFC since not every consumers needs are the same.  
· Time frame for nurse monitoring could be decided on by nurse monitor and consumer instead of one standard for all consumers 
· Discussion on Provider Qualifications Personal Care Agencies 
· Council was reminded that there are certain qualifications that are required and can’t be changed 
· Reviewed Personal Assistant handout 
· Reviewed what is covered in Home Health Agency 10.07.10, Residential Service Agencies 10.07.05, and Nursing Referral Services 10.07.07
· Council expressed concerns about the State’s quality assurance process with these agencies and wants to make sure the State will hold agencies to standards. 
· Discussion on Provider Qualifications Supports Planning & Transition Services 
· Reviewed Federal Regulations of Supports Planners handout 
· Comments from council were positive about the role of the supports planner
· Reviewed comparison chart on Provider Requirements for Waiver Services: CFC-Covered Services Supports Planning and Transition Services handout
· Council felt all the requirements for other programs should remain for CFC 
· There was a request to add a experience with budgeting as a requirement since the Supports Planner will be assisting consumer with his or her account 
· The Council felt there was a need for some language changes
· Change the word “sensitive” to “aware” since you can’t make a person sensitive to a consumer’s needs, but a person can be asked to be aware of them. 
· Change language for Transition to say “to provide time effective and cost effective services”
